A herd of pigs showing some clinical symPtoms of sneezing, sniffling, nasal
hemorrhage and distortion were observed in March 1967, In the gross lesions,
distortion of nasal sePtum and atrophy of the nasal turbinates aPPeared along
the Pigs, Thus the cases were diagnosed as “Infectious AtropPhic Rhinitis.”

The spPreed of the disease has been keDPt under contro! by the continual cul-
ling of the visible affected animals.
