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Virus Excretion from Pigs Inoculated with the
Hog Cholera Live Vaccine

Summary

In the previous experiments high safety and immunity cffect to the vaccinated pigs
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was observed in both the lapinized (I.PC strain) and GP vaccines. In the present study leces
and urine collected from pigs inoculated with LPC or GP vaccine were respectively ‘pas_sed
through Seitz filter prior to virus detection. The results showed that no detectable virus
in LPC vaccine group was found, but the virus was positively recovered within ten days
postinoculation in GP vaccine group, The contact infection was not proved when normal
lpigs kept together respectively with the two vaccinated groups. Thereflore, it was again

proved that the two live vaccines were highly safe and effective.
